A quorum was determined and the meeting was started at 6:10 PM. The previous Animal Board
minutes were accepted as written, and a report was delivered by Mr. Hunter regarding 2" qtr
Activities. The report noted nothing out of the normal parameters and was accepted as written.

Mr. Hunter stated he has been attending Northwest Indiana District One emergency and disaster
planning as it relates to handling domestic animal issues. The last meeting and training was held in
East Chicago. He noted that we are in good standing regarding disaster planning, however more
volunteers and training would enhance our preparedness. (***attached is the activation plan and
Emergency pet preparedness guidelines).

Mr. Hunter noted he is seeing a trend of younger pit bull puppies in the City of Michigan City. The
popularity of the breed seems to still be on the rise.

Mr. Hunter did not have an update on the status of the Pitt Bull that bit Officer Glasgow. He stated
he would forward the status regarding any and all fines and action taken regarding the bite.

Mr. Hunter provided a copy of the autopsy of a dog “Church” that became ill in custody and was
euthanized. It appears the dog had some medical issues that were no supportive of the definitive
cause of clinical signs shown on presentation. Histopathology results are pending. (***see attached
report).

The agreement of sharing animal control funds, by ordinance, with the Humane Society has been
resolved. The Humane Society will invoice the Controller’s Office regarding drawing funds.



Mr. Hunter stated he has not resolved the issue of sending notice of City animal Tag requirement
with the Water Bills. He stated the issue is the cost of $2000.00 to have the notices printed to send
out with the Water Bills.

Mr. Hunter is also coordinating a possible free or discounted inoculation for Animals in August.
Details are yet to be finalized.

There was no public comment, and the meeting was adjourned.

As of July 3oth 2010 | will be assuming assigned duties based on my current Merit Rank of
Lieutenant with the Michigan City Police Department. By ordinance the duties of the Chairman of the
Animal Control Board will default to the New Chief of Police Mark Swistek, or his designee. | have
truly enjoyed being the acting Chairman of the Animal Control Board and believe we have
accomplished a lot with the changes in the ordinance. The accomplishments are a testimonial to what
can be accomplished with public input from neighborhood groups, animal support groups, and a
cooperative effort of City Government.

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Quarantine Procedure

When an animal is clinically diagnosed with a reportable disease, it must be reported to
the state veterinarian.

A team will be dispatched from the State Board of Animal Health to diagnose suspect
cascs.

The State Board of Animal Health will determine if quarantine is necessary.

The State Board of Animal Health will notify local officials of the situation and request
assistance from local officials as necessary.

The State Board of Animal Health will be the lead agency in quarantining for all
reportable diseases with the exception of rabies. The Allen County Department of Health
will be responsible for handling a rabies outbreak.
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Appendix E
Levels of Disaster
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Levels of Disaster

Level 1- Animal Care and Control receives up to approximately 200 small animats.
Triggers

1. Animals are displaced due to a natural, man-made, technological, or war related
disaster.

2. Animal owners are hospitalized for more than two days due to a natural, man-
made, technological, or war related disaster and have no one to care for their
animais.

Actions

1. Emergency Management informs the State Board of Animal Health and the State
Emergency Management Agency of the occurrence.

2. Experienced volunteers are contacted as needed.

Level 2- The Allen County Fairgrounds and private animal shelters begin to be utilized to
respond to a disaster.

Triggers
1. Animal Care and Control contacts Emergency Management to inform them the

facility is full.
2. The Large Animal Response Coordinator contacts Emergency Management to
inform them the Fairgrounds are at 1/3 capacity.
Actions
1. Emergency Management informs the State Board of Animal Health and the State
Emergency Management Agency of the occurrence.
2. Volunteers are contacted as necessary.

Level 3- All animal shelters and the Allen County Fairgrounds are approaching capacity.
Outside assistance is needed
Triggers
1. All animal shelters inform the Small Animal Response Coordinator they are full.
The Small Animal Response Coordinator informs Emergency Management of

this.
2. The Large Animal Response Coordinator informs Emergency Management the
fair grounds are full.
Actions

1. Emergency Management requests assistance from the State Board of Animal
Health and the State Emergency Management Agency.

Shelter Capacities

The maximum capacities are listed below for each shelter and the fairgrounds. However,
during an emergency these capacities will vary due to the fact that the numbers of animals in the
shelter on a normal basis is constantly changing. Thus, these numbers only give an idea of how
many animals a shelter can take. During a disaster the shelter will have to be contacted to
determine the exact amount.

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Emergency Pet Preparedness

Do you have a plan for your pet in case of a disaster? If not take a minute to read this! If a
disaster strikes and you are required to evacuate, DO NOT LEAVE YOUR PETS BEHIND.

Why is it important to have a plan?

Leaving your pets behind, even in an area that seems to be safe could result in them being
lost, injured, or worse.

There is no turing back. Once you have evacuated you cannot change your mind and
go back to get your pet.

With the exception of service animals, most dlsaster shelters do not allow animals for
health and safety reasons.

Where should I take my pet?

You have several options on where to take your pet during an emergency.

Make arrangements with family or friends who live close enough to be easy to get to, but
out of the area of immediate danger.

Contact veterinarians, boarding kennels, and animal shelters. Find out if they have an
emergency plan and if they are able to take your animal during a disaster.

Go to a hotel or motel that accepts pets. If a hotel normally has a no pet policy, find out
if they are willing to allow pets during a disaster,

What other preparations are needed?

*

Make sure your animal is properly identified. Attach the address and/or phone number of
your evacuation site or the address and/or phone number of a friend or relative to the your
pets identification tag, in case you are separated from your pet.

Have a current photo of your pet for identification purposes.

Have harnesses at home and in your car. Use secure carriers for your pet. Cats and dogs
should be harnessed because animals may want to bolt during a stressful situation.

Make an emergency kit for your pet. Store the items in an easy to carry container close
to the exit. The kit should include the following: a pet first aid kit and guide book, food,
disposable litter trays, litter or paper toweling, food dishes, photocopies of medical
records, feeding schedules, behavior problems, name and number of the vet, a two week
supply of medicine your pet requires, bottled water, flashlight, and blanket.

Find a trusted friend or relative who would be able to pick up your pets and meet youin a
designated area if an evacuation order comes when you are not at home.

Place a card on your door that is easily visible to let people know that pets are inside.

The card should give the number and types of pets in the house, and the name and
number of the veterinarian.
