REGULAR MEETING — May 18, 2010

The Common Council of the City of Michigan City, Indiana, met in regular session on

Tuesday evening, May 18, 2010, at the hour of 6:30 p.m., local time, in the Common

Council Chambers, located in the lower level of the City Hall Building, 100 East

Michigan Boulevard, Michigan City, Indiana.

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Council President Marc Espar.

Roll call was authorized and the following were noted present and/or absent:

A QUORUM WAS NOTED PRESENT.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

President Espar inquired whether there were any corrections, deletions, or additions to
the minutes of the Regular Meeting of May 5, 2010.

Councilwoman Boy made a motion to approve the minutes as printed, second by
Councilman McKee. The minutes were approved as printed.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES

Councilman Jankowski reported on the Finance Committee Meeting held on May 10,
2010 regarding the proposed ordinance; CREATING AN ANONYMOUS REPORTING
PROGRAM FOR WRONGFUL CONDUCT AND DANGEROUS CONDITIONS
REGARDING THE OPERATIONS OF ALL DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES OF
MICHIGAN CITY GOVERNMENT. Mr. Jankowski stated the committee’s
recommendation was to TABLE the proposed ordinance for further review.

Councilman Jankowski reported on the Utilities Committee Meeting held on
Wednesday, May 12, 2010 to review the material received/requested from the Sanitary
District. Mr. Jankowski stated that Councilwoman Nelson presented the Council with the
minutes from that meeting. Mr. Jankowski advised that a Utilities Committee Meeting
would be scheduled after the committee reviews the material received.
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Councilman Jankowski stated his concerns regarding the recent sewer over flows near
the zoo and lack of progress addressing the matter.

MICHIGAN CITY COMMON COUNCIL

RESOLUTION No. 4448

AUTHORIZING THE 2010 ACCEPTANCE AND IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
EDWARD BYRNE JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT (JAG)

WHEREAS, the Michigan City Police Department and the LaPorte County Sheriff’s
Office have applied for and received, contingent on the approval of each respective legislative
body, the 2010 Byrne Justice Assistant Grant (JAG) Program Award in the amount of
$22,863.00; and

WHEREAS, for purposes of this joint grant, since LaPorte County funds the LaPorte
County Jail, a disparity occurs between the Michigan City Police Department and the LaPorte
County Sherift’s Office requiring “disparate allocation” of funds under the terms of the grant,
and as a result thereof, the LaPorte County Sheriff’s Office and the Michigan City Police
Department have agreed to the allocation of grant funds as follows: 25% to the LaPorte County
Sheriff’s Office ($5,715.75) and 75% to the Michigan City Police Department ($17,147.25); and

WHEREAS, there is no match requirement for this joint grant, and the 75% of the grant
funds ($17,147.25.25) allocated to the Michigan City Police Department would be utilized to
purchase wireless security cameras to use in densely populated and high crime areas within the
corporate limits of Michigan City to promote public safety and security for Michigan City
residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of
Michigan City, Indiana, that:
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Section 1. The Common Council supports and approves the 2010 JAG
Program Award, the allocation of funds to the Michigan City Police
Department, and the purchase of wireless security cameras, which will promote
public safety and security for Michigan City Residents.

Section 2. Upon receipt of the 2010 JAG Program Award, the Mayor is
authorized to execute any and all contracts and memoranda required for the
award of the above-described grant.

Section 3. Upon receipt of the 2010 JAG Program Award, the City Controller
is authorized to open an account to receive the grant funds and make
expenditures from said fund without further authorization of the Common
Council.

This Resolution shall be in full force and effect after passage and approval by the Mayor.

Councilwoman Boy requested that Attorney Meyer state in the letter a deadline; asking
for the documents before the next Council meeting (June 8, 2010).

NEW BUSINESS

Council President Espar advised that the Corporate Counsel Attorney for the Board of
Works and Safety requested a joint Workshop with the Michigan City Common Council
to be held on Tuesday, May 25, 2010, at 5:00 p.m.

President Espar stated that an Executive Session has been called by the Mayor and the
Michigan City Council for May 27, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. in EOC Room, City Hall.

Herb Higgin, Safe Harbor Coordinator Debbie Zipes, Executive Director and Chip
Cotman representing Indiana Afterschool Network and Michigan City Area Schools, did
a presentation and presented awards to Mayor Oberlie and the Common Council.

Mayor Oberlie addressed the Council regarding a resolution he will be proposing to the
Council asking them to support, adopt and send to our Congressional Representatives;
asking Congress to support the full funding of After Hour Programming.

COMMENTS FROM THE COUNCIL

Councilwoman Nelson commended everyone for the work they do regarding the “ After
Hour Programming”, stating the program is an asset for our community.
